O Magnum  -  sung from behind black scrim in two rows wearing robes
La Nuict – come around to front of scrim; men stage right; women stage left;

       still in robes; men clustered stage right; women clustered stage left
     Instrumental   -  robes off; sopranos to balcony; altos to stage left aisle; men across stage
     Bells in the Tower  
Creator of the Stars of Night  -  in position; Dan to far stage right
     Now Winter Nights Englarge  -   Dan sings; rest of men off stage; sopranos descend;
           all spread around outside of audience near aisles
Sweet was the Song  - sing from outside til “La lu la ..”  then slowly down aisles; stay at end of aisle
Shepherds Carol  -  mix it up in the circle singing to each other and audience;  on “The lowly child ..”
          women cluster near Passacaglia, men opposite; on “Around the shepherds ..”  mix it up again
Cantate Domino  -  end Shepherds in tableau positions for Cantate  -  grouped by part; sopranos and
          Altos more towards the audience and on boxes; tenors, basses standing behind
     Instrumental 
Angelus ad Virginem  -  multiple positions depending upon who’s singing; each verse singer comes 
          Forward (to audience); migrate to Guillo position by end
Guillo  -  women in back half circle facing audience; men against Pass. platforms in a line; 1st time
          Women sing from these positions; 2nd time men march into widely spaced half circle in front of 

          The women;  3rd time women march forward thru men; then men go forward and back while

          Women go back and forward; finally women spin in turn from stage right backwards into men
Riu Riu  -  weave on chorus;  multiple positions for versus depending upon who’s singing 
     Oaken Leaves  -  migrate to back of audience and watch children
Lullay my Liking  -  sing from Sweet was the Song aisle positions
      Lute instrumental 
      Bampton Weavers sword dance 
Second half of program

   Instrumental  -  horn dancers in position behind scrim
      Abbots Bromley horn dance  - behind scrim; front of scrim; downstairs to main floor;
           Then out through door at stage left at the end; Jim stays handing horns to Wendell

Boar’s Head  -  women carry down main aisle to table (boxes) in front of Wendy on stage; 

     verses sung from main floor; women carry off through stage left door

     Cornish Wassail  -  boxes to far stage right; all huddle on staging near Passacaglia

     Dame Get Up

If Music Be the Food of Love  -  sing from tableau positions on staging near Passacaglia

Ave Color Vini Clari  -  sit (lounge?) near previous tableau positions
Beau le Cristal  -  stand on measure 10 (Et beau); move to new tableau; freeze measure 20 (Beau de la)

Sweet Suffolk Owl  -  Terre,Liz,Kathy start from top staging; all spread out to fill space more

Noel Nouvelet  -  three groups facing three audience sections;  rotate on each round

I Am the Rose of Sharon  -  step back (toward staging) staying in groups

     Medieval Gloria

We Wish You a Merry Christmas  -  to audience but migrate to stage/stairs at end taking Enfants

Quick, Quick, Away  -  to each other; individually scoot behind scrim til few left at end
     Instrumental  -  set up tree and take up tableau positions in dark behind scrim
    Cantiga de Santa Maria  -  Dan stays behind when others scoot behind scrim

Tree lights up to reveal group behind scrim;  scoot around to front for bows
